The article discusses the main organizational models of state regulation of the
tourism industry abroad, namely in those countries that occupy the first four places in
terms of international tourist arrivals (France, Spain, Italy, USA). The role of both the
state in the activities of the tourism industry and the private business sector, which oc-
cupies a subordinate position against the state, is characterized. It is noted that the
tourism area is effectively developing in those countries whose government authorities
consider it as a branch of the economy. The study of the experience of different coun-
tries shows that the development of tourism depends on how the industry is perceived at
the state level. Any state, in order to receive budget revenues from the tourism industry,
must first invest in the development of infrastructure, the preparation of tourism devel-
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opment programs in different territories, the training of personnel to work in the tour-
ism sector, and also organize the national tourism product in different markets. The
state power independently determines the priority directions for the development of
tourism activities in order to include the country in the sphere of interests of interna-
tional tourism.

It should be noted that world practice shows that there is no ideal model that al-
lows the state to create an optimal structure for managing the tourism sector.
